All Students: 

 
o Magellan student agenda (available at Meet the Teacher Day) 
o TI-30 calculator (if you attended last year, Mrs. Muncie has yours) 
o Pencil pouch: zipper kind, not box 
o Scissors: adult size  
o 2 narrow highlighters: different colors 
o 6 glue sticks 
o 2 bottles of white glue 
o #2 pencils with erasers (24 pack) , pre-sharpened please ☺   

(disposable mechanical are acceptable / no lead changing) 
o 2 narrow black felt tip pens 
o 1 box of Crayola markers (thin or thick) 
o 1 box of colored pencils  
o 2 packs of wide-ruled notebook paper
